3 Promises:

 Position: God Himself 
appointed us as 
ambassadors for the 
gospel. 
(2 Corinthians 5:17-21) 

3 Essentials: 

 Message: The gospel is about 
righteousness, not happiness 
or life-enhancement.  
(Acts 17:30-31) 

 Motivation: We must see the 
lost as God does, with 
compassion and love.  
(Matthew 9:36-38, Luke 15) 

 Method: Man must 
understand his peril before he 
will understand his need for 
The Savior. (Romans 7:7-13)  

“For I decided to know nothing among you except Jesus Christ and 
him crucified. And I was with you in weakness and in fear and 
much trembling, and my speech and my message were not in 
plausible words of wisdom, but in demonstration of the Spirit and 
of power, that your faith might not rest in the wisdom of men but 
in the power of God” (1 Corinthians 2:2-5). 

Good Questions for Evangelism Conversations: 

What do you mean by that?  Where did you learn that?  How 
do you know that’s true?  Could you be wrong?  If I could 
answer every objection you had, and you knew with 100% 
certainty that Jesus is Who He says He is, would you worship 
Him? If you had Cancer, and I was your Doctor, would you want 
me to tell you?  I don’t know the answer to that. Can I get your 
contact info so I can look it up and get back to you?

3 C’s and 4 T’s! 
C: Concern – Does it concern you that if you died right now 

you’d open your eyes in Hell? (James 4:6) 

C: Christ – The perfect, sinless, Son of God; God in human 
flesh. (2 John 7-9) 

C: Cross – Jesus’ death paid for sin and fulfilled prophecy  
(1 Corinthians 15:3) 

T: Triumph! – Jesus raised Himself from the dead!  
(1 Corinthians 15:4, John 2:19-22) 

T: Turn – We must repent of our sins (Mark 1:15) 

T: Trust – We must have biblical faith (John 3:16, James 2:19) 

T: Truth – Whether someone appears interested or not, it’s 
always good to point them to the truth as the conversation 
ends. “Here’s a Bible, please read it…” (Hebrews 4:12, 
Romans 1:16)
